Renae Bohall-Rochon started dance in Aberdeen, SD, apprenticed at Chi-Town 
Dance and Giordano Dance, and had a Distinguished Artist scholarship at Hope Col-
lege. She has performed in Super Bowl XXX and XXXI, at the LV Mirage and Bev-
erly Hills Hotel, with the Beach Boys, Diana Ross, James Brown, Standing O Produc-
tions, Contempo Tap Company, Showstoppers Interactive Entertainment, and for Oscar 
Meyer, Pepsi, Toyota, Intel, and America West. Renae judged national dance competi-
tions, owned a tap company, and has taught at dance studios and public schools for 30 
years. Trained in all types of dance, Tap is her passion and first love. Renae choreo-
graphed Puttin’ On The Ritz and the Tap/Drum section for Mere Dholna for our show. 

Mayra Burciaga is a Belly Dancer versed in various Middle Eastern styles for 20 
yrs., her main style Egyptian. She has studied with master teachers from Cairo, Egypt; 
Randa Kamal, Tito Seif, Azziza of Cairo, Mohamed Shahin and more. Mayra moved 
to Phoenix, AZ 3 years ago, and is a local performer. She studies Iraqi dance with lo-
cal teachers Assala Ibrahim, Mohanned Hawas and Wendy Sidar. Mayra teaches these 
beautiful  dances of the middle  east. Mayra will be performing to a modern Egyp-
tian song Alby Eshekha by Ragheb Alama and The Shawl Dance with Desert Roses today. 

Sruti Das of Sruti Performing Arts trained in Bharatnattyam for 10 years in India, learning 
Kathakalu from Guru Govindan Kutti. She received a national scholarship for modern dance 
in India, worked with Dr. Manjusree Chaka Sirkar and Ranjabati Sirkar and represented India 
as a modern dancer in international festivals. In 1998, she performed in the Europe World Expo 
and was selected by choreographer Chandralekha of Chennai to work under her. In 2000, Sruti 
represented India in Singapore Art Festival and in 2010, in China, she choreographed under 
Guy Caron, Dir. of Cirque Du Soleil, chairperson, Art Dir./choreographer for NABC 2012 
closing ceremony. Sruti choreographed Kesariya and Dil Hai Chota Sa for our show today.

Anishaa Ganguli, student of Dipanwita Sengupta at California Nupur Dance Acad-
emy will perform Kathak Recital. Kathak is a North Indian Classical Dance form 
based on Teental (16 beats). Anisha trains with the California Nupur Dance Acade-
my, Choreographers Nritya Shiromoni Guru Bandana Sen, Teacher - Guru Dipan-
wita Sengupta. Song and Costume- Nritya Vilash Guru Suchandra Bhattacharya. 

Aishani Ganguli will present Mere Dholna, her solo Kathak piece sung by Shreya Gho-
sal and Kumar Sharma with some additional sound effects from her Dance Fusion Family. 

Gazelle created and directs Astarte, a professional Belly Dance Troupe since 1995 and per-
forms at restaurants, cultural festivals, special events, conventions and private parties. Cul-
tural influences and dance artists inspired Gazelle to develop her Universal Cabaret Style of 
Belly Dance. Performing professionally since 1979, she began teaching Belly Dance in 1991 
and now is an Egyptian Trained Certified Belly Dance Instructor. A professional costume de-
signer Gazelle owns “Cloud Creations Custom Costumes”. Gazelle designs a custom exotic 
clothing and costumes for dancers. Gazelle choreographed Celebration for our show today.

Heather Karberg of DanceForce AZ has 30+ years Dance Team industry experience 
at the HS, collegiate, and professional level; USA (United Spirit Association) Instructor, 
Judge, and Director Arizona Cardinals Cheerleaders Director San Diego, Chargers Girls 
Captain Seattle University Dance Team and NAU Dance & Cheer Team Coach, Orange 
Coast College & Long Beach State Dance Teams (8 National Titles NDTC & Dance 
Worlds Judge Bachelor’s degree in Business and Master’s Educational Psychology). 

Cali Hazar of DanceForce AZ was on the dance performance teams at AZ Sunrays 
and Centrestage Dance Studio, and competed at Diverse Elements. Cali joined Dance-
Force AZ Senior team and earned “Overall Achiever”. This past season, she was on 
the JV Pinnacle Pom team and was an Assistant Coach at DanceForce AZ for the 
Mini Team. Cali looks forward to continuing to dance throughout high school. Dance 
Force AZ will be performing Candy Queen and Eenie Meenie for our show today.

Victoria Kalinina and Elena Polikarpova developed Sonoran Dreams, a multi-na-
tional group of women united by a passion for high energy/flamboyant dance such as Ro-
mani (gypsy style), belly dance and bachata. Sonoran Dreams often accentuates their per-
formances by using props like traditional scarfs, tambourines, ISIS wings etc. to highlight 
the beauty of different cultures and share the joy of life and dance with the public. Viktoriia 
choreographed Granny’s Treasure Box and Cleopatra’s Dance/Habibti for our show today. 

Amie Kinard is from Duncanville, TX where she attended Ozsoy’s School of Ballet 
from 5-18 training in ballet, modern and jazz from Ceyhun Ozsoy (Ballet) and Alicia Pe-
gus-Orgy (Modern/Jazz). Amie performed classical ballets and original choreography from 
Dwight Rhoden, Jose Limon and the American Spirit Dance Company. Amie has a passion 
for teaching and choreography and has choreographed for original composers Jacob Mc-
Coy and Andrew Crawford in the Project 21 collaborative concert and play “Into the River I 
Went” by Nelson Diaz-Marcano (Dir. Erica Herrera). She choreographed, costumed, filmed, 
and edited an original dance film which premiered in the Ann Lacy School of American 
Dance’s Virtual Choreography Show. Amie choreographed 1,2 Step for our show today.

Larisa Lopatko founded Desert Roses, a Gypsy-style folk dance group from 
Phoenix, in 2021 to channel creativity and build community. The term «Roma-
ni» or «Gypsy» describes the nation of people with distinct cultural traditions across 
the globe. Romantic and passionate,  Romani Dance and Music attracts artists from 
around the world. Desert Roses has been studying under the guidance of profession-
al instructors. Larisa, the group founder and choreographer, encourages the mem-
bers to take their art to the world in order to promote happiness, magic and love for 
life.  Larisa will be performing Nane Tzoha and The Shawl Dance for our show today.

Chrysty Lynn from Phoenix, AZ, studied classical dance, her main emphasis was bal-
let for technique and tap for rhythm. She studied the RAD Ballet syllabus through Mary 
Moe Adams and Tap Dance through Bridgette McCarter. Her love for dance and enter-
tainment took her to a professional level performing, producing and choreographing for 
the Hard Rock Hotel and Casino in Las Vegas, The Grand Sierra Resort and Casino in 
Reno NV as well as producing, styling and choreographing customized shows consisting 
of Cirque variety acts for high end events in Scottsdale AZ, LA, CA, NYC, NY and Mon-
treal QC. Her group Babewalk will perform Whatever Lola Wants for our show today. 



Natalia Magnicaballi was born in Buenos Aires, Argentina and has been the only prin-
cipal dancer leading simultaneously two major ballet companies in the US for almost two 
decades, The Suzanne Farrell Ballet since its conception in 1999 and Ballet Arizona since 
2002. A graduate of Teatro Colón, Natalia became a principal dancer at age 19. In Europe 
she led the Italian company Aterballetto for two seasons. Her repertoire includes the lead 
roles in 38 Balanchine ballets, she has also danced the leads in all the most beloved classic 
ballets, as well as in works and premieres by renown international choreographers. Natalia 
has toured around 6 continents, performing in the main houses, opera theatres and arenas, 
including the Paris Opera Garnier and the Mariinsky Theatre. Natalia has been teaching 
for over 18 years, holds a masters in coaching and personal psychology (CLEA) and has 
pursued psychological education studies at Stanford. Dance Fusion faculty since 2018, 
Natalia choreographed Our Innermost Space, music by Gabriel Fauré for our show today.

Kenda Newbury created Movement E-Motion (MEM) in 2005, for young adults age 18+ 
with different abilities.  MEM has been guest artists/performers for Autism Speaks, Veteran’s 
Parades, Christmas Festivals, AZDance Group, Arizona Dance Festival and had received 
funding from the Virginia Piper Foundation, Molly Lawson Foundation, AZ Commission of 
the Arts, National Endowment for the Arts, Bender Performing Arts and the Newbury/Han-
son Trust. Since 2009 it’s been solely funded by Kenda, a 40+ year dance professional, dance 
technique coach and choreographer. MEM’s purpose is to give dance training and perfor-
mance opportunities to those with Down syndrome, autism and other physical & develop-
mental disabilities, sharing their talents, reaching, educating & inspiring.  To assist financially 
or volunteer reach Ms. Kenda @Train.n.Pics (insta) or azkenda@gmail.com. Kenda’s MEM 
group will be performing Ready Let’s Go, movement assistants - Raini Leveen, Haley Ver-
bois, Maddy Bergmann, Kayla Johnson, and Joy , both choreographed by Kenda Newbury. 

Maryjo (MJ) Mastrangelo, born in Buffalo, NY began dance at 5; Tap, Jazz, Ballet, 
Hip Hop. At 17, MJ was asked to teach her 1st class as a sub. A new passion emerged. 
MJ began teaching and choreographed award winning routines. She moved to NYC to 
study at Broadway Dance Center and STEPS on Broadway under Joe Lantieri, Mia Mi-
chaels, Leslie Brown, Beverly Fletcher, Ruth Lawrence Doering and Franck Hatchett. MJ 
is a certified iTap Teacher and performance credits include “The Wiz”, back up for re-
cording artists, MBA half-time shows, and choreographing and dancing in a music video. 
She was the first Tap choreographer selected and featured in the AZ Dance Festival and 
is the creative director of “Tap Fusion” an all adult Tap troupe. Some of MJ’s former 
students are on Broadway, Vegas revues, dance companies, The Radio City Rockettes, 
cruise ships, and some opened their own dance studios. MJ has been with Dance Fusion 
since it began in 2015. Tap Fusion will be  performing Dance Fusion’s Copesetic Chair 
Dance, and Tango, Etc. will be performed by her Dance Fusion Jazz Repertoire troupe. 

Gabriella Squicciarini  started dancing in her 20’s, was part of the SCC Dance 
Line and began  ballet at ASU while enrolled in the business college. She has been 
dancing in the adult ballet program at Ballet Arizona for over 25 years. In 2012, Bal-
let Arizona invited her to perform an acting roll, as a lady in waiting, in Swan 
Lake. Gabriella also danced at Arcosante’s Vivaldi’s Festival for Terspicore Com-
pany. She will be performing Esmeralda Ballet Duet Variation with Kat Hurd cho-
reographed by Jules Perrot  (modified by Gabriella Squicciarini and Kat Hurd).



Kayley Thompson trained for 13 years at Royal Dance Works in ballet, tap, jazz,-
modern, contemporary, hip hop, and musical theater. She competed in Royal Dance 
Works top companies and won 1st place in national competitions. Kayley received AAs 
in Arts and Fine Arts - Dance from Glendale CC in Dec., 2012 and graduated in 2015 
from GCU with a BFA in Dance Ed. She teaches tap, jazz, contemporary, musical the-
ater, hip hop, ballet. Since 2016, Kayley has directed her company, ClassicalFusion-
Dance. Kayley choreographed That’s Life and Sleep To Dream for ClassicalFusionDance, 
and Emotions and Wings for Limitless Dance (Laura Tamez-Mondragon). Kayley is 
performing with Dance Fusion Co. in Puttin’ on the Ritz, and Copesetic Chair Dance.

Zahara (Lauren Hall) discovered belly dance in Canada and after moving to AZ, she 
studied belly dance styles including American Cabaret, Modern Egyptian, Folkloric, 
American Tribal and Arab Flamenco. She loves colorful costumes and props into her 
classes and performances. Lauren has been a member of Astarte since 2014 and she 
performs solo as Zahara. In today’s show, she has choreographed and is performing a 
skirt dance to her own musical composition Beautiful Dancing Girl with fellow dancer 
and asst. choreographer Leila, and is performing Celebration with Astarte Belly Dance.

Bruce Goolsby our Master of Ceremonies today, grew up in the arts and has per-
formed in venues from the performance halls in the U.S. to the concert stage in Mon-
te Carlo, Monaco. Trained under the legendary jazz instructor Frank Hatchett, his per-
formance credits include musical productions such as, Dream Girls, Philly’s Beat, 
The Evening is Yours, and The Swan Ball. He was a featured singer with the R&B 
group Secrets and has done commercials for radio and television. These days he 
can be found teaching Tap at local colleges, high schools and dance studios. 
Dance Fusion is excited to present Bruce as the MC for our show today. 

Carole Kepner has been a pianist and song stylist for over 50 years entertaining thou-
sands with her broad range of songs including Latin, Big Band, Waltz, Country, Show Tunes, 
Polka, Ragtime, and Boogie Woogie.
